Inquiry:
Leadership Research Project

This project will allow you to choose a leader or a leadership group who you are interested in. 

It can be a leader who you already know something about and want to investigate more or it can be a leader you know nothing about but you would like to learn about. 

Your project will be presented to the class. You will need to be a risk-taker during this presentation, so some practise at home might be necessary. Be creative in what you wish to learn about and assume that your audience knows nothing about it. 

ASK YOURSELF
· Why have you chosen this leader?
· What do you find interesting about him/her?
· What might other people like to know? 
· Are there important facts and details we should know about your chosen leader?

THINK ABOUT
· How you will present your findings. You could choose one of the following:
Report, informative poster, Mind Map, art piece/collage, technology presentation, diorama, model, song/rap, short performance or demonstration.
· Will you need any other evidence when you present your piece to the class? e.g., pictures, short video, referenced material, equipment or summarised notes (speech cards).

IN YOUR PRESENTATION, INCLUDE:
· Why you have chosen this leader,
· Why you chose to present your findings in this way,
· What you have learnt,
· How you discovered your information, and
· Tell us something that you have done in this project that is new to you, that you would like to do again (such as researching on the internet, creating a diorama or even using new language!) 

You will be assessed using a rubric. You should self-assess your project prior to presenting it to be sure you are meeting the requirements. 
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
